Our board of directors is hopeful that
construction can commence by early
spring 2015.

The Dakota field house project was officially
announced in February 2013, thanks in
large part to the generous support of both
the provincial and municipal governments.

The proposed 50,000+ sq. ft. facility will
provide much needed space for volleyball
and basketball programming, and also for
aerobics classes, pickleball, indoor baseball/
softball training, running/jogging and a
number of other recreational activities.

Thanks to the good work of our Expansion
Committee — chaired by Wayne Hiltz —

and our project champions at the city and
provincial governments, the fieldhouse is a
giant step closer to reality, with City Council
slated to vote on the final loan guarantee
and costs this fall. Our board of directors is
hopeful that construction can commence by
early spring 2015.
